The 
lowest of slaves shall he be to his brothers.’’ He also said: “Blessed be the 
Lord, the God of Shem! Let Canaan be his slave. May God expand Japheth, so 
that he dwells among the tents of Shem; and let Canaan be his slave.” 

Noah lived three hundred and fifty years after the flood. The whole 
lifetime of Noah was nine hundred and fifty years; then he died.

Virtue guards one who walks honestly, but the downfall of the wicked 
is sin. One man pretends to be rich, yet has nothing; another pretends 
to be poor, yet has great wealth. A man’s riches serve as ransom for his 
life, but the poor man heeds no rebuke. The light of the just shines 
gaily, but the lamp of the wicked goes out.
