Desk This weekend we are celebrating the Exaltation of the Holy Cross. The Cross upon

€ which Jesus died is a very precious relic for the Christian Church. After the persecution
of the Church ended in 313 A.D., people began to travel to Jerusalem in pilgrimage to

the holy places. The question arose as to the whereabouts of Jesus’ Cross. St. Helena, Emperor St.
Constantine’s mother, went to Jerusalem and they discovered several crosses. When the Cross of Jesus
was touched to a dying man, he immediately recovered his health. This Cross was proclaimed as the true
cross of Jesus upon which He sacrificed His life for us. After the Church of the Holy Sepulchre was build,
this feast day was established on September 14th . It's a very ancient Feast Day. In our church we
decorate a holy cross and we solemnly bow before it. “To Your Cross, O Master, we bow in veneration
and we glorify Your holy resurrection.”
