pg::fé ‘ This weekend we celebrate our parish Praznyk — our Parish Feast day. Normally, it is

#—— celebrated on the day of the Feast Day of our patron saint, St. Joseph, the Spouse of the
Blessed Virgin Mary. Because this feast day falls just after Christmas, years ago our
parish decided to celebrate it in the September, because St. Joseph is also known as the
“Worker” and in September the country commemorated Labour Day. Why do we celebrate a Praznyk. On
the one hand it is to give honour to our Patron Saint. To thank St. Joseph for looking after us. To thank
him for care for us and guiding us to know his wife our spiritual Mother, the Blessed Virgin Mary and to
know her Son, Jesus. St. Joseph had the privileged position of forming Jesus as a child, od teaching him
skills and giving him knowledge of human life — the things we need to do to survive and grow. St. Joseph
had a particular role is rearing Jesus and seeing him grow in knowledge and understanding. He learnt
human love by observing the relationship between Joseph and Mary. So today we give thanks to St.
Joseph'’s for leading us into the knowledge and love of Jesus and Mary.

The Praznyk is also an opportunity to celebrate that fact that God has called us to form a Christian
community, that we are called to pray together and to share in the Eucharist together. Christian
community is multifaceted. Its foundation is our believe in Jesus Christ, that He is our personal Lord and
Saviour., that He is involved with our daily lives. It is in the Christian community that we are to express our
faith by our love and care for each other. First of all, to care for all those in need, the poor, the ill, the shut-
ins, the lonely, those needing a helping hand, etc. This is not the work of you priest alone. All of us are to
work in this regard. To be a Christian family is not enough to pray together, although this is our foundation,
but to live a caring loving life with each other. That means that we are ready to help and give of our selves
whenever and however we are able. When we all work together many great things can happen.

The Praznyk also reminds us of the responsibility we have for our parish. We are called to support it, to
care for the building and its needs, to care for our children and their catechetical education, to care for the
wider needs of our church, the archeparchy and our Ukrainian Catholic Church throughout the world. We
all belong to this Church, with its rights, privileges, gifts and obligations. | thank all those who take this
mandate seriously. Together we all build this church, both materially, physically and spiritually.

May St. Joseph continue to help us to become a true parish community, looking after the needs of
each other and brings us to love our Lord even more intensely.
