We now inscribe the image of your likeness  

so that we might worthily venerate it,  

and that we might be raised up to your love  

from which we draw your great mercy,  

according to the tradition of your holy Apostles. 

 

Strong  is the love of the Lord  for us; eternally will His truth endure. 

  It is an adornment of great price  

that the Church of Christ has received in the holy icons  

of the Savior, the Mother of God and all the saints.  

Raising them on high, she shines with splendor and brightness  

and puts down all heresies.  

In joy she glorifies God, who by his love for us,  



has deigned to freely suffer his Passion.
