Trom the Dear Parishioners,
pg’fj’; ¢ It’s hard to believe, but we are almost half way through the Great Lent. I hope that each
€< one of you have a grace-filled Lenten journey, as all of us are trying to grow closer to
Jesus Christ. This Sunday, the Redemptorists celebrate the feast of one of our own
saints - St. Clement Hofbauer. He was born in Tasswitz, Moravia (presently Czech Republic) in 1751. In
his young years, he worked as baker. Having heard the call to the priesthood, he went ahead and
completed his philosophy and theology in Vienna (Austria). During his annual pilgrimage to Rome, he
met the Redemptorists. In 1784, Clement together with his friend, Thaddeus Hiibl, were received by the
Redemptorists. In 1785, they professed their religious vows and were ordained to the priesthood. They
became the first non-Italian members of the Redemptorist Congregation, and it thanks to their courage
and hard work that the Redemptorist Congregation spread outside of Italy into the rest of Europe and
eventually to over 84 countries around the world. One of St. Clement’s dreams was to go to Canada as a
missionary. Although he was unable to do that himself, Redemptorists arrived to North America in 1832.
St. Clement is known as a man who always tried to find new ways to preach the Gospel to those he met,
by word, dead, listening ear or simply by praying for others. May he continue to inspire us to be those
“living icons” of God’s presence to those we meet.
Our Redemptorist community continues to preach missions and retreats during this time of Lent. This past
week, Fr Larry preached the Lenten day of recollection in Cooks Creek. Today Fr Bohdan Lukie begins
his 4-day mission at Holy Family Church in Winnipeg. Fr. John left for Saskatchewan were he is
scheduled to preach missions in Prince Albert and at Sts. Peter and Paul in Saskatoon. Fr. Ivan is guiding
a group of young men during their Come and See weekend in Toronto and then he will start his second
round of Missions. Please keep all of them in your prayers.
As you know this past Friday, Knights of Columbus hosted their first Fish Fry Friday. It was well
attended. We will have two more Fish Fry Fridays on March 20th and 27th. Everyone is warmly invited
to come and enjoy well cooked meal prepared by the Knigths as well as the fellowship with family,
friend, and parish community. Following the Fish Fry, we will gather in the church for the Way of the
Cross at 6:30 PM.
